 Antler Kits: 

AHEIA has a number of antler kits that hold a wide range of animal specimens with 
antlers. Most of the kits include Elk, Mountain Goat, Whitetail and Mule Deer, Moose 
and Bighorn Sheep. 

 Book Library: 
AHEIA carries a wide variety of books ranging from “How To” books for Firearms to  
cookbooks on Wild Game Meat and even books on a number of wildlife species.   

 Fur Kits: 
The fur kits include a wide range of different species of animals, ranging from Black

pad lock on case exterior, a plastic container, and  various types of ammunition.
